The list can be found here. On that, you will see that there are many church schools in our
diocese to be inspected next year.

Please note this list does not guarantee that a school will be inspected but it is likely that it will
be.

You will be aware that a revised SIAMS framework comes into operation from September
2023. It is important that all schools are familiar with the framework and its expectations.
The diocesan education team offers lots of support and training on SIAMS for staff and
governors.

If a school has not yet joined the diocesan service level agreement (SLA) for next year, please
can | encourage you to do so, so that we are able to provide the best and most cost effective
training and support for the school.

Please note that the current SIAMS list for 2022-2023 remains unchanged and so it is still
likely but not guaranteed that a school will be inspected before the summer if your school is
on that list. That list is also on our website.
