The Church of England’s vision for education is fully inclusive. As such we are fully supportive
of schools who have offered places in support of the Local Authority’s strategy to develop
special educational needs hubs and specialist satellite provision.

However, it is important for leaders to be aware that for some church schools there may be
legal restrictions in the way church school sites can be used. Whilst we are keen to see
schools develop this much needed provision, schools and academies should seek their own
legal advice to ensure they are compliant with their Trust Deeds and Church Supplemental
Agreements.

Schools should contact the LDBE team to let us know about their intention to create a SEND
hub or specialist satellite provision and the legal advice that they have received.
